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trendy electric SUV, the Renault Scenic could
be a hit all over again. But ’rhat means beahng
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COMPARISON

ew car prices have
gone through
N the roof since

the pandemic,
with even the
cheapest electric
Vauxhall Astra now priced at
almost £38,000. Luckily, Renaultis
on what seems like a solo mission
to reintroduce some sanity to the
market, with its latest models,
including the Clio hatchback and
Captur small SUV, undercutting
the competition by thousands of
pounds in some cases.

Now that same value for money
can be found in Renault’s electric
line-up, thanks to the arrival of an
all-new Scenic. This one-time MPV
has morphed into a trendier SUV,
and you can buy one for £37,495 -
less than the cost of an electric
Astra and thousands less than
you'd pay for a typical battery-
powered family SUV rival.

Indeed, we had to wheel out
the most expensive version of the
new Scenic, with its enormous
‘Long Range’ battery and range-
topping Iconic trim, to make this
a fair comparison with Britain’s
best-selling electric SUV, the Tesla
Model Y. The cheapest version of
said Tesla costs about the same as
our range-topping Scenic, yet it
has a smaller battery and a much
shorter official range.

Our final contender is the Kia
EV6 - also the cheapest version,
to match the aggressive pricing of
the Scenic. However, the EV6is a
former What Car? of the Year, so it
should have some serious talent
to justify its price tag, even though
it’s due a significant update in the
very near future.

DRIVING
Performance, ride,
handling, refinement

Tesla has built its reputation on
producing ludicrously quick cars,
but the competition is nipping at
its heels. For instance, the 295bhp
Model Y and the 226bhp EV6 are
separated by just 0.1sec from
0-60mph, with the latter clocking a
very respectable 7.3sec.

In comparison, the Scenic -
the least powerful of the trio,
with 215bhp - seems relatively
sluggish with a 0-60mph time of
8.6sec. However, we emphasise
the word ‘relatively’ here, because
the Scenic feels suitably punchy
once it’s up and running, with
the dash from 40-60mph (a speed
range typical for country road
overtakes) taking an altogether
more reasonable 3.2sec, putting it
just two-tenths behind the EV6 and
0.6sec behind the Model Y.

You won't feel short-changed
when it comes to performance,
then, but don't expect this sprightly

trio to feel like sports SUVs
BEST TO on a twisty road. The Model Y,
DRIVE in particular, struggles when
driven briskly, because while its
ultra-quick steering provides sharp
turn-in, it feels nervous and flighty
through quick direction changes,
with the tall body reacting to
even the smallest steering inputs.
And while most drivers will be
able to adapt to this over time, it’s
impossible to compensate for rear
suspension that is easily unsettled
by mid-corner bumps.

The Scenic, meanwhile, leans
even more than the Model Y, but
it doesn’t get thrown offline as
badly by bumps, grips more evenly
front to rear and benefits from
well-weighted, accurate steering
that allows you to place the front
end exactly where you want it. Our
only real complaint lies with an
inconsistent brake pedal that sinks
towards the floor before suddenly
grabbing, almost as though you’ve
flicked a light switch; this isn’t the
(oo}l 31058 caseinthe EV6and Model Y.

CRUISER The EV6 is the most agile of our
contenders, with minimal body
lean, alovely balance and steering
that’s both precise and well
weighted. And this nimbleness
doesn’t come at the expense of
comfort, because while the
EV6 does have a firm edge to
its ride, body movements are
well controlled and it settles
down nicely at higher speeds -
something that can’t be said for
the fractious Model Y.

The Scenic occasionally thumps
over sharp-edged abrasions, but
its softer set-up does a good job
of keeping things smooth along
motorways and fast A-roads.

It’s the quietest car here, too,
with the least tyre and suspension
noise at motorway speeds. There’s
a small amount of both in the EV6,
but the Model Y is by far the worst
here, recording the highest decibel
readings in our test at both 30mph
and 70mph. Not only is there
loads of suspension noise, but the
parcel shelf in our test car rattled
incessantly, no matter how many
times we adjusted its fitment.

To rub salt in the Model Y's
wounds, it also has the shortest
real-world range of the trio.

On a test route that simulated
motorway, country road and
town driving (at our test track so
that traffic conditions wouldn't >

influence the results), the Model Y
averaged an impressive 3.8 miles
per kilowatt hour (kWh), but
because it has a relatively small
(57.5kWh usable capacity) battery,
that translates to a theoretical
range of only 220 miles. The EV6
and Scenic were less efficient (3.4
and 3.1 miles/kWh respectively),
but they have usefully larger
batteries; as a result, the EV6
(74kWh) can theoretically cover
252 miles and the Scenic (87kWh)
an impressive 270 miles.

BEHIND THE WHEEL
Driving position, visibility,
build quality

From the driver’s seat, everything
in the Model Y is the same as it
isin the pre-facelift Model 3 (an
updated version was launched in
late 2023) - except for one thing.
You see, the seats are mounted
on plinths, so you sit higher up
relative to the dashboard, almost
looking down on it.

It all feels a bit unnatural, as
does the fact that you need to use
a combination of icons on the
infotainment screen and scroll
buttons on the steering wheel
to adjust the steering wheel and
door mirrors. Front seats that
lack sufficient side support and
an absence of physical air-con
controls (you need to use tiny icons
on the touchscreen) also count
against the Model Y.

While you sit closer to the road
in the EV6 (something not all
drivers will appreciate), the driver’s
seat offers much better side
support, so you won't find yourself
sliding around through corners.
The seat, steering wheel and
pedals all line up neatly with one
another, too, so there isn’t much
to grumble about - other than the
fact that you have to adjust your
driving position manually.

This seems stingy when you
consider that the Scenic’s front
seats come with not only electric
adjustment but also a massage
function. This ease of adjustment,
combined with a slightly elevated
driving position (somewhere
between the EV6 and Model Y)
and comfortable, supportive seats,
make the Scenic the one to go for
when faced with a long journey.

You'll enjoy the best forward and
side visibility in the Scenic, too.
While the EV6 and Model Y have
equally thin windscreen pillars,
they’re so steeply angled that they
can hinder your view at junctions.

The Model Y’s tall side windows
are helpful when you're looking
over your shoulder or behind the
car. In contrast, the EV6'’s thick
rear pillars and coupé-like roofline
obstruct your rearward view,
while the Scenic isn't great, either.

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Fortunately, each car comes with
a rear-view camera, the Scenic’s
including a 360-degree view. In
Air trim, the EV6 gets only rear
parking sensors; its rivals have
them at both ends.

The Scenic’s interior is a nice
place in which to travel, featuring
a tasteful blend of ambient
lighting, soft-touch materials and
an eclectic range of fabrics that
spread from the dashboard to the
headlining. And while you'll find
some hard plastic lower down (the
glovebox lid, for example), it’s hard
not to be impressed with features
such as the Solarbay panoramic
glass roof (available only in
Iconic trim), which allows you to
transform it from see-through to
opaque, in stages, at the press of a
button or via voice control.

Despite being an older design,
the Model Y still has a very
impressive interior, with open-
grain wood on the dashboard, a
huge infotainment screen and
optional (£1100) white faux-
leather seat upholstery (black is
standard) lending the minimalist
design an upmarket feel. Even the
general level of fit and finish was
impressive on our test car — not
something we've always said about
Teslas in the past.

The EV6 trails its rivals in terms
of material quality, especially in
Air trim. While everything feels
solid, the materials are somewhat
lacklustre, featuring glossy black
trim and rubberised surfaces
instead of more tactile materials.
Still, there’s plenty to like about
the easy-to-use climate control
system, which combines physical
temperature knobs with small but
well-spaced touch-sensitive icons
(all of which change functions if
you need media controls instead).
Similarly, the Scenic simplifies
this process with a small row of
physical rocker switches below
the touchscreen, unlike the
Model Y, which requires you to
navigate through the touchscreen.
>
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SPACE AND PRACTICALITY
Front space, rear space,
seating flexibility, boot

If you're sitting in the front, you
won't feel the slightest bit cramped
in any of our contenders, with

the Model Y, in particular, feeling
remarkably light and airy, thanks
to a combination of tall side
windows, a low dashboard and a
standard panoramic glass roof.

All three benefit from plenty of
storage space, with the EV6 and
Scenic featuring huge storage
ledges below their centre consoles.

In the rear, all of our contenders
provide as much space as two tall
adults could reasonably need,
despite their different proportions.
The EV6, for example, has the least
head room, but there’s still enough
for six-footers - while limo-like
leg room means rear passengers
can really stretch out. And while
the Model Y has the least rear leg
room, the elevated front seats
allow passengers to slide their
feet deep beneath them.

However, the Scenic has a bit
more rear head and leg room than
either of its rivals, and its seats
offer significantly better under-
thigh support than the Model Y’s.

The Scenic and Model Y get
handy 40/20/40 split rear seatbacks
as standard, whereas the EV6
makes do with a less practical
40/60 split. However, the latter
comes with a central ski hatch, so
in reality all three cars give you the
option of slotting long, thin items
(such as pairs of skis) through the
middle, between two passengers.

The EV6 and Scenic come with
height-adjustable boot floors,
below which are compartments
suitable for stashing charging
cables, away from your luggage.
However, even with the floor set to
its lowest position, no more than
seven carry-on suitcases will fit
beneath each car’s load cover. The
Model Y, meanwhile, can swallow
nine carry-on suitcases in its main
boot at the back (two under the
floor), plus a further case in the
‘frunk’ under the bonnet.

The EV6 also benefits from
a frunk, but it’s tiny (barely big
enough for a few groceries), and
it’s the only car here that doesn’t
come with an electric tailgate.

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the EV6 and Model Y, for the sake
of price parity. The Scenic range
actually kicks off at an even keener
£37,495 (with a smaller battery
and less power), undercutting its
rivals by thousands.

Besides, if you haggle or use
our online New Car Deals service,
you can already secure a £3803
discount on the Scenic in the trim
we’re testing. A much smaller
(£1891) saving is available on the
EV6, and you'll be lucky to get a
penny off the Model Y. So, if you're
paying for your car outright, the
Scenic is the cheapest option.

But does such a big discount
lead to heavy depreciation? Well,
industry resale value expert CAP
HPI doesn't see it that way. In fact,
it predicts that the Scenic will lose
value even more slowly than the
Model Y, with the EV6 shedding
pounds the quickest over the first
three years of ownership.

Factor in all the other bills you're
likely to face (including servicing,
insurance and electricity) and
the Scenic is likely to work out far
cheaper than the others to run,
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assuming you buy now and sell
after three years with 36,000 miles
on the clock. The EV6’s relatively
heavy depreciation is the reason
why it’s likely to cost you the most
to own in the long run.

Not many people will be paying
for these cars in one lump sum,
though, and it’s a different story
if you decide to sign up to a PCP
finance agreement. Put down
a £5000 deposit and, assuming
a limit of 10,000 miles per year,
the Scenic will cost you £580
per month over the next three
years, even with a £1000 deposit
contribution from Renault. On
the same terms, the EV6 costs
£528 (thanks in large parttoa
£2000 contribution towards your
deposit by Kia), while the Model Y
is cheapest of all at £522.

All of our contenders come
with automatic climate control,
adaptive cruise control, keyless
entry, heated front seats and
heated steering wheels - so you
wouldn't exactly describe any
of them as basic. That said, the
EV6 misses out on a few creature

comforts that are standard on

its rivals, including the electric
seats and powered bootlid we
mentioned earlier and a heat
pump (for more efficient warming
of the interior in cooler weather).
You have to step up to GT-Line
trim or higher for the latter to
even be an option.

None of these cars skimps on
safety, although the EV6 is the only
one without blindspot monitoring
(you'll need to go for at least GT-
Line trim for that). All three have
been awarded the maximum five
stars for safety by Euro NCAP, with
the Model Y doing the best job of
protecting adults sitting in the
front and children in the rear.

While the Scenic is too new to
have featured in the most recent
What Car? Reliability Survey, the
EV6 came 17th (out of 20 models)
in its class; its score of 83.4% was
dragged down by the fact that,
when the car goes wrong, it can
be slow and sometimes costly to
repair. The Model Y fared much
better, with a rating of 97.4%.

It’s a good thing the Scenic
has the longest range, because it
takes a fair while to replenish its
battery. You'll be waiting at least 40
minutes for a 10-80% top-up from
even the fastest public chargers,
whereas the EV6 can do the same
thing in as little as 18 minutes.
While you’ll be waiting for about
25 minutes in the Model Y, it has
a huge bonus: unlimited access
to Tesla’s brilliant Supercharger
network. Only a few of these
locations are open to non-Teslas. >>
